GROOVL may in its sole discretion determine whether You are in violation of this Policy. The Services 
may be used only for lawful purposes and may not be used for any illegal activities. 
 
Using the Services in an illegal, abusive or any other manner that interferes with or diminishes others' use 
and enjoyment of the Services is prohibited. 
 
The following list gives examples of illegal, abusive, interfering or otherwise unacceptable or inappropriate 
behavior while using the Services.

 Using the Services in any manner that may subject GROOVL or any third party to liability, 
damages or danger.
